Religious Education Attendance Policy

2009 — 10 School Year

To participate in the First Communion Class for grades 3 — 6 a student must attend one full year
of Religious Education Classes. This year must be immediately prior to entering the First
Communion Class. One full year means that a student must attend at least eighty percent
(80%) of classes during the school year.

To participate in the Confirmation Class for high school students a student must attend two full
years of Religious Education Classes. These two years must be immediately prior to entering

the Confirmation Class. One full year means that a student must attend at least eighty percent
(80%) of classes during the school year.

For all other classes with attendance requirements, one full year means that a student must
attend at least eighty percent (80%) of classes during the school year.

Drop off and Pick up Policy

2009 — 10 School Year

Parents must bring their student to the classroom and sign them in to the class. At the end of
class, parents must pick up their student from the classroom and sign them out of class.

Students will not be admitted to class without a parent, nor will they be allowed to leave the classroom
alone. This is for the safety of all of our children. This includes students in the Junior High and High
School students. Failure to do so could lead to your child not being allowed to participate in the Religious
Education program.
