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This past week, we celebrated Ash Wednesday which began the 
Season of Lent. As you know, lent is a time of penance, reflection, 
and fasting and prepares us for Christ's Resurrection on Easter

For many, Ash Wednesday is a tradition that is shared from generation to gen-
eration. Many of the faithful can recall receiving ashes as young children with 
their parents and grandparents. Ash Wednesday is a strong part of our catholic 
identity and is recognized all over the world.

We do this by 
receiving the holy sign of ashes in the form of a cross.
