Bishop Installation to be broadcast live  
 

Bishop Joe S. Vasquez will be installed as the fifth bishop of 
Austin March 8 at 3 p.m. at St. William Parish in Round Rock.  

This is a ticketed event. The Mass of Installation will be broadcast live on 
television and the Internet. The television broadcast will be live on KVUE on 
March 8 at 3 p.m. on digital channels 24.3 in English (also on Time Warner 
Cable channel 1512) and 24.2 in Spanish (also on Time Warner Cable 
channel 605).

Were they greater sinners? 
 
Saint Luke reports, in this third 
Sunday of Lent, that “some 

people told Jesus about the Galileans whose 
blood Pilate had mingled with the blood of their 
sacrifices. Jesus said to them in reply, ‘Do you 
think that because these Galileans suffered in 
this way that they were greater sinners than all 
other Galileans? By no means!” 
 We have witnessed the tremendous 
consequences caused by the earthquakes in Haiti 
and in Chile. Hundreds of people died, including 
women and children. The reconstruction of these 
two countries will take a long time before it is 
back to normal. Many people will ask, “Why did 
the Lord allow this to happen? Were they 
greater sinners than us?” The answer is in 
scripture. “By no means!” is Jesus’ answer. 
 For us to ask ourselves, why the Lord 
allows things like this to happen is not the right 
way to reflect on this catastrophic event.  
Simply, that is not the right question to be 
asking because it leads us no where.  That kind 
of question is useless. Indeed, Jesus said, “if you 
do not repent, you will perish as they did”.  
Nonetheless, let us look at scripture to find the 
better way to respond. 
 I think that instead of asking, why? 
We should ask, “how should I respond to that 
situation?”  First of all, in meditating on this 
question, we must give thanks to the Lord for all 
the blessings we have received, remember not to 
take these blessings for granted and assume we 
will have them all the time. Second, especially 
during Lent, we have to realize that the Lord 
may call us to Heaven at any moment and we 
have to be prepared.   Are you prepared? Finally, 
do something, any thing, for those who are 
suffering in Haiti, in Chile or in our community.  
At the very least pray for them.
